There will now be 3 phases of Medicare Part D coverage: deductible, initial coverage, and catastrophic 
coverage.1 During each phase, you will pay your health plan’s premium each month. The amount you pay 
for your medicines depends on which phase of Medicare Part D you are in.1-3 These phases apply to all your 
medicines that are covered by Medicare Part D.1

In 2025: $2000 is the out-of-pocket (OOP) cap for covered Medicare Part D medicines. 
Once you reach the OOP cap, you will pay $0 for all covered medicines  
for the rest of the year.1

The phases of Medicare Part D reset on January 1 of each new benefit year1,3JAN

New in 2025: Medicare Prescription Payment Plan2*
The Medicare Prescription Payment Plan is a new program for Medicare Part D. The health  
plan must give patients who enroll the choice to pay for their medicines in monthly installments.†
